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Apple	has	always	been	quite	strict	about	its	App	Store	policies,	disallowing	any	app	that	violates	its	content	policies.	However,	because	of	these	policies,	many	demanding	apps,	such	as	console	emulators,	game	tweaks,	torrent	clients,	etc.,	do	not	usually	make	it	to	the	App	Store.Of	course,	one	way	of	getting	such	apps	on	your	iPhone	or	iPad	is	to
jailbreak	the	device.	However,	by	jailbreaking,	you	may	be	exposing	your	device	to	a	number	of	vulnerabilities.Moreover,	you	might	lose	official	support	from	Apple	in	certain	situations.	If	youre	only	trying	to	get	a	few	apps	from	outside	the	App	Store	that	dont	require	any	special	system	permissions,	side-loading	is	a	safer	option.	It	keeps	the	security
of	iOS	intact,	but	also	lets	you	install	unapproved	apps	at	the	same	time.	The	method	of	installing	apps	from	outside	the	App	Store	may	differ	slightly,	based	on	the	form	in	which	you	get	the	app.	The	easiest	and	perhaps	the	most	convenient	way	to	install	apps	from	outside	the	App	Store	is	to	use	a	subscription-based	alternate	app	marketplace,	like
