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A refrigerator is a necessity to keep many foodstuffs fresh and healthy, so it needs to be in good running order.If your refrigerator is making noise, you need to pay attention before it becomes an urgent problem.You dont normally take much notice of your refrigerator other than to stock it, use the contents and repeat.It hums away quietly until one
late one night, it suddenly starts making weird sounds.You might not even know how to describe the noise.Well examine all the sounds a refrigerator might make. Some might be normal, and some might mean getting a technician in to fix it.The inside of the fridge may be spotlessly clean, but sometimes we neglect the working parts that we cant see.A
buildup of dust and grime could be responsible for many noises but equally, there could be other reasons:If you hear buzzing, your ice maker may be faulty. A knocking noise might mean your compressor needs attention.A gurgling sound may be your refrigerant liquid sloshing around.Sizzling might be heard when water drips onto the defrost
heater.A moaning noise could simply be the compressor cutting off, which is quite normal.If you want to know more about these or other strange noises, stay with us, and well tell you whether or not you should worry.Youll have to investigate the source of the noise your fridge is making before you panic.If your fridge suddenly starts making strange
noises that you havent heard before, it may be worth checking it out.If you are confident doing this yourself, by all means, try, but call in a technician if you are unsure.Be aware though, that if the item is still under warranty, you may void this by opening up the back and removing parts.A noisy fridge may only be dangerous once you know whats
causing the racket.There are a number of reasons why your refrigerator may be making noise.These could be perfectly innocent:The working parts may need a good cleanlt might not be sitting level on the floorIt may be rattling as its too close to a wallAlternatively, your compressor or the fans might need replacing.If you are in doubt, call in a
professional before you inadvertently cause more damage.Well discuss the common reasons why a refrigerator is making noise and what steps you can take to fix them.Only attempt this if you are confident in your technical expertise; otherwise, call in professional help..A fridge can be heavy and awkward, so ask for assistance before you try and move
it by yourself.Always unplug the fridge before you work on or clean any working components.The first thing is to identify where the noise is coming from.If its from the front, it could be the evaporator fan.If its from the back, it could be the defrost timer, the condenser fan, or the compressor.If the fridge is icing up, the defrost timer may be faulty,
assuming the thermostat is set accurately.Another symptom is the fridge making loud noise a couple of times a day for about an hour..If it is faulty, a technician will need to replace the device.Your fridge might make a buzzing noise if the compressor and fans are grimy and clogged up.The condenser coils may collect hair and other debris, which
needs to be removed regularly.Like most people, you probably dont pull the fridge out too often to clean the back.To give them a good clean, dampen a cloth with soapy water. Wipe down until the coils are clean. If the grime is firmly entrenched, you can use a soft brush.Make sure that you dont get other working parts of the fridge wet or you may
damage them.Let everything dry properly before you plug the fridge back in and switch it on.You may be able to vacuum the dirt off, but youll need to get into all the gaps.A knocking in your fridge making noise may be more ominous.Your evaporator fan may be the culprit.The blade may have become clogged or damaged, or the motor may have
failed.As this fan distributes cold air, your fridge wont cool properly if its not working correctly.A quick solution is to defrost the fridge, as ice may be blocking the fan.If this doesnt resolve the issue, remove the back panel to access the fan.Remove any dirt with a soft brush and see if it spins properly.Dont get the whole unit wet, as you may damage
the electrical components inside.If the blade is bent, you will need to get the evaporator fan replaced. Trying to bend it back into shape wont work.If the fan motor has stopped working, youll need a technician to replace it.Another reason for your fridge to knock is if the condenser fan malfunctions.The condenser transfers heat from inside the fridge
to outside.Older model fridges will have condenser coils which are cooled by air movement, while newer models are fan cooled.You can take the same measures to clean or repair the condenser fan as for the evaporator fan.A humming fridge is not necessarily an indication that something is wrong.But if it suddenly starts making louder or different
humming noises, you need to investigate further.If your ice maker is not getting sufficient water, it may make a humming noise.Ensure the water lines are connected properly, or the ice maker may be damaged.If the compressor is dirty, your fridge will have to work harder, and this may cause it to make a louder noise.Clean the compressor and coils
as discussed above.Ensure the air vent inside the fridge is not blocked. Make sure containers are not placed on top of the air vent, blocking free airflow.This will also cause your fridge to make a loud humming sound.If the condenser coil is clogged with dirt, the compressor may become overloaded, which could cause a clicking sound.You may find
your fridge and freezer are still cool but not as much as they should be.A thorough cleaning of the compressor and condenser coils should solve the problem.The start relay of your compressor may also be the cause. The relay starts the compressor running, which in turn starts the cooling cycle.The faulty start relay will keep trying to work, which
makes the clicking noise.It is simple to replace but may need to be tested with a multimeter to confirm that it is not working.A multimeter measures AC/DC current, voltage, and resistance.Hearing your fridge gurgle may simply mean it is working normally.During the cooling cycle, the refrigerant liquid flows through the tubes, which you can hear as
a gurgle.You may also hear this when you open and close the fridge door, as the water level equalizes in the drainage tube.This is nothing to be concerned about, but you may want to leave the fridge closed for longer periods.The compressor and condenser coils may be the cause of your fridge making a grinding noise.However, it may also be down to
the recirculation fan getting iced up or a bearing in the fan having worn out.You will need a technician to replace the fan if the bearing is the problem.If the fan is iced up, you simply defrost the fridge remove the contents, and leave the door open for a few hours.If the ice continues to build up quickly, the door seal may need replacing.A fridge
constantly changes temperature as it cycles through the cooling process.These temperature variations may cause the expansion and contraction of plastic in the fridge, which will cause a popping sound.This process is called thermal expansion.The compressor motor causes vibrations, which in turn causes items inside the fridge to touch and sound
like they are popping. Small items on top of the fridge may have the same effect.If your fridge has an ice maker or water dispenser, you may hear a popping sound as the water valve opens to allow water in.The opposite may also happen if the water supply to the ice maker or dispenser is interrupted; the water valve may make a popping sound.If the
defrost timer is not working properly, it could cause the evaporator coil to continue getting colder instead of working in a cycle.This would need to be repaired by a technician.If you hear your refrigerator making a noise similar to sizzling, this may be nothing more than water dripping onto the defrost heater.This is a normal part of the defrost cycle in
self-defrosting fridges.A rattling sound from your fridge may mean that the drain pan is loose.Other reasons may include:The compressor may be faultyDirt accumulating on the fan blades of the condenserThe fan motors on the condenser are faultyThe defrost timer is faultylf dirt and debris are clogging up the compressor and condenser, they will
need to be cleaned thoroughly, as discussed earlier.The fan motor may need to be replaced if this is the source of the rattle.To replace a defrost timer, unscrew and remove it from inside the fridge, being careful not to damage any wires. Reconnect the wires to a new timer and replace any plates that you removed.You may not expect to hear chirping
sounds from your fridge, but if you do, it usually indicates a faulty evaporator fan.This may be caused by faulty wiring or a fan blade that has been damaged.If the evaporator fan is not functioning properly, neither is the cooling system.If you are confident in your DIY skills, you can open the panel in the fridge that houses the evaporator fan and test if
it spins smoothly.If the blade is damaged or clogged, the fan may need to be replaced.If your fridge starts making a ringing sound, it is probably caused by a faulty compressor.If the compressor motor stops working properly, this can result in a high-pitched ringing sound.If this is the case, your compressor will probably require replacing.It may simply
be a dirty condenser fan, so check this first by pulling the fridge out and checking for accumulated dirt and debris.There are three reasons why your fridge may make hissing sounds.Two of these are no cause for concern:A defrost cycle is necessary to control the buildup of ice on the evaporator coils.If these get completely iced over, the fridge cannot
maintain a cool enough temperature to stop food from spoiling.The hissing that you can hear is likely from water dripping onto the element as it heats up to maintain the correct temperature.A second reason could be the thermostatic valve expanding and contracting as the refrigerant coolant passes through it.This is a normal process, and nothing to
be concerned about.However, a third reason is much more problematic.If the evaporator coil or condenser coil is punctured, you will encounter a gas or freon leak.This may have been caused by your attempting to remove ice from the freezer, making noise as it struggled to maintain the right temperature.Freon is toxic and potentially lethal if inhaled.
It is also a major contributor to holes in the ozone layer and, thus, extremely environmentally unfriendly.You should immediately call a technician and not attempt to repair this yourself.You may think your home is haunted if you hear moaning sounds coming from your fridge.There could be a few reasons:It could simply be your compressor cutting out
as part of its normal cycleYour ice maker may be clogged up, in which case, simply defrost it using hot waterThe formation of gas pockets as the refrigerant flows into the evaporator coil could cause unusual noisesThese are not major concerns and are a part of the fridges normal working cycle.If your condenser fan motor is making strange noises, it
could be due to it being damaged or obstructed.If this happens, it will need to be replaced.The condenser fan works by circulating air through the coil, removing heat.It also evaporates water in the drain pan by circulating air over it.The noise could be a combination of the condenser fan, evaporator motor, and compressor running
simultaneously.Samsung is a major international supplier of fridges, other white goods as well as electronic devices including mobile phones.But sometimes their fridges make odd noises such as:This could be due to a couple of reasons, such as debris building up on the condenser fan blades.If so, clean them properly with a soft cloth or brush and a
little soapy water. Be careful not to wet any nearby electrical components.Another reason may be an ice jam, where the chute is blocked, but the ice maker is still pushing more through.Dislodge any ice that is causing the blockage, and if this doesnt solve the issue, you may have ice accumulating on the ice maker fan.This will cause it to strain and
make an odd noise.Defrosting the fridge should solve the issue.lt is easy for dirt and debris, such as hair and dust, to accumulate on a fridges condenser fan.If this has occurred, clean the fan blades thoroughly.If a larger object has been caught in the fan blade, this may cause it to make a noise.It may be a more serious problem if the condenser fan
motor bearings fail.You can test if the fan is working by turning it manually. If it does run smoothly but still makes a noise, test it with a multimeter.If these results are unsatisfactory, the fridge will not cool optimally.This may be due to the fridge being installed in a small space.Samsung recommends a gap of at least 50mm between the back of the
unit and the wall and 25mm between the sides of the fridge and the wall.Another reason may be that the unit is not sitting flush on the floor, and you will hear noise from the vibration of the compressor.Whirlpool is another major supplier of white goods, including fridges.Sometimes you may hear odd noises from a fridge, such as:Any vibrating sound
is likely caused by the fridge not sitting level on the floor.This is easy to fix: simply remove the base grill underneath the fridge and adjust the leveling screws until the unit sits level off the floor.This may be caused by the screws on the water drain pan working loose over time due to the fridge vibrating as it works.Its not a big repair job; simply
tighten the screws up, and youre good to go.If your ice maker is turned on, but there is no water supply, your fridge may make a pulsating noise.This is because the valve is still trying to open and close, but no water is going through.Either connect the ice maker to a water supply or turn it off.As we can see from the above discussion, many noise

Lets hope we dont get to the point of having to troubleshoot, but if it comes to that, here are the
tools youll need:Basic cleaning supplies.Screwdriver set.Nut driver.Pliers.Replacement parts as needed.Now that youre all set up, lets explore some things you must consider. #1 The Clicking Noise Might Be Normalln my experience, a refrigerator making clicking noises isnt always a sign of trouble. In fact, a few clicking noises are signs of a fridge
thats actually in proper working condition.A good example is the evaporator coils. The evaporator coils can start to make clicking noises when they enter into a defrost cycle. Appliance Expert: Youll often hear cracking, popping, sizzling (i.e., ice melting and water dripping on to a very hot defrost heater), which is normal and happens as needed
throughout the day. About 2-4 times daily.Several internal switches inside your fridge can make clicking noises throughout the day. That said, if the clicking noises are accompanied by any loss of functionality, are distractingly loud, or wont stop, your fridge might be due for repairs. Compressor trouble is one of the biggest causes of a refrigerator
making a clicking noise. Ill start with some of the simpler compressor-related problems and then work my way up to more complicated fixes.The compressor relay delivers voltage from the control board or timer to the compressor for it to turn on and also has an overload feature that cuts off power when the compressor needs to cool down. If the
compressor start relay is breaking, itll make the clicking noise far too often, which will also be accompanied by problems keeping things cool.You can check the starter relay with a multimeter to determine whether its workingEach model of refrigerator is different. However, your compressor start relay should be near your compressors base. You can
find a replacement part by searching online for a compressor start relay that matches your refrigerators make and model.Heres how to switch the compressors start relay:Unplug your fridge.Remove the rear cover at the base of the fridge.Locate your compressor start relay.Disconnect the relay from the cable harness.Remove the old relay.Plug the

Our partners at AppliancePartsPros stock almost every part with free guides on
how to install them. Dirty condenser/evaporator coils could also explain why your fridge is making a clicking noise. The coils play a key role in keeping your fridge cool, so when theyre dirty, they force your compressor to work harder and longer to maintain low temperatures.Your condenser coils are the winding tubes at the back or bottom of your
refrigerator, behind an access panel. Because the coils are out of sight, many people go years, if not longer, without cleaning them. I find that failing to clean the coils is one of the most common causes of a wide range of refrigerator problems.Condenser coils can become covered with dust and debris, which makes it harder to dissipate the heat
building up from the coolant. Failure to dissipate the coolant properly will cause your refrigerator to retain heat over time. Dirty condenser coils will cause your refrigerator to make a clicking noise by forcing it to constantly cycle refrigerant, as well as causing the appliance to be abnormally hot.Condenser coils are easily cleaned with a light
brushing.To address the situation, simply unplug your refrigerator and gently wipe down your condenser coils. I recommend giving the coils a light dusting. You dont want to risk damaging the condenser coils by cleaning them with acidic cleaning solutions or other compounds.In my opinion, youll get the best results by cleaning your condenser coils
once per year. Your fridge has a few fans built into it. The fans cool down several components to ensure the fridge runs properly. One of the most important fans is in charge of keeping the refrigerant cool, as it gets very hot when its cycling throughout the day. Theres a fan at the base of your fridge designed to blow cool air over your condenser coils
to ensure your fridge gets colder faster.The condenser fan works with the condenser coils to keep your food coldSometimes, the fans motor can start making a clicking noise if it becomes damaged or jammed over time.If the refrigerator clicking noise youre hearing is very quick, more often than not, a bad fan motor is to blame either due to wear and
tear or to hitting debris and built-up ice.Your refrigerator fans are located in the same place as your compressor start relay. Heres how you can change the fans out:Unplug your fridge.Open the back access panel.Locate your fan or fans.Remove the fans from their mountings. The fans will either be clipped in place or screwed into a housing.Unplug
the fans from the cable harness.Plug the new fans in.Remount your fans.Close the access panel and plug your fridge back in. Another possible reason why your fridge is making a clicking noise is ice maker problems. If your refrigerator has an ice dispenser, some components inside it could be failing. Your fridges ice maker can be a source of the
clicking noiseFridge ice makers have water inlet valves, arms, and ice shelves that are in charge of different functions. When any of the components mentioned above fail, youll be left without ice, with water leaks and clicking noises. The good news is that ice makers are typically very easy to repair. From what Ive seen over the years, all you usually
need to do is find replacement parts that match your fridges make and model. A faulty control board can also explain why your fridge keeps making clicking noises. The control board inside your appliance is in charge of connecting and communicating with all other components. When the control board works normally, you have nothing to worry
about, but sometimes, the relays inside it can get weak or stop working due to electrical issues causing clicking. Sure, that unruly clicking can be frustrating, but theres normally a very good reason for it. Plus, it doesnt always have to mean an expensive repair bill. In
this blog, well take a look at some of the most common reasons why your refrigerator is making clicking sounds and what you can do to solve the problem. Most of the time theres a super-simple solution. So, what are those common reasons behind that fridge clicking sound? Dirty condenser coils Bad start relay Faulty compressor Broken condenser
fan Broken defrost timer Ice maker issues It could be nothing The condenser coils on your refrigerator are often seen but not heard. Sitting in the back, bottom, or sometimes behind an access panel on your fridge, they are easily missed. This can mean they regularly end up coated in lint, kitchen grease, or pet hair. But becoming covered in dust or
grime can hinder or even prevent these coils from doing their important work. The job of the condenser coils is to dissipate the heat from the condensed air in your machine after its been through the compressor. Once the gas has been cooled it can start the compression cycle again. When these coils are covered in dirt its more difficult for the heat to
escape. This can cause the compressor to start working harder to try and reach the correct temperature. So the clicking sound youre hearing might actually be the compressor working overtime. Luckily, theres a simple fix for the problem. All you need to do to prevent this particular click is ensure your coils are kept nice and clean. Go over them with
a duster, or dry cloth, or add the hose attachment to your vacuum and suck up the offending dust. However, always make sure youve unplugged your fridge before attempting to clean the coil, and avoid using any caustic cleaning chemicals. Just keep it nice and dry. As we mentioned above, your refrigerator essentially runs on coolant (a super cool
gas). This coolant is stored in the compressor. Should something happen to this component, you will start to hear the refrigerator clicking or youll be greeted by the aromas of food going bad in the fridge, as it will no longer be keeping cool. Unfortunately, if its broken or not working as it should, you may be hearing the clicking sound of the
refrigerator compressor clicking on and off. This could mean bigger issues. Anything from the fridge light not turning off to a power overload could be causing the problem. So, it may be time to call the professionals. Another area of that whole compressor/condenser cycle is the compressor fan. This essentially blows air over the condenser coil to help
spread the cooled gas around the system. If your refrigerator is making a clicking sound, but your food is staying cool, then the fan could be the culprit. It could be that the fan has become jammed or that its knocking against another surface. All you need to do is unplug the machine and remove the lower back panel. Take a look at the fan next to the
condenser and try to spin the blades by hand. If its this fan causing the racket you should be able to dislodge the blockage or gently manipulate the blades away from the surface theyre hitting. The start relay could be whats causing that fridge clicking sound. This is the component that tells your compressor its time to go to work and start
compressing coolant. It does this by literally clicking into life. But, if theres an issue here, its going to keep making that sound as it tries to kick in again and again at set intervals. If you think the start relay could be to blame, you just need to remove the back panel and locate the starter motor box. This should be a black box near the compressor.
Unplug the relay from the compressor and give it a little shake, if you get a rattle youve found the problem. You can eitherbuy a new start relay onlineor take your broken one to your local hardware store and get a replacement. But its important to ensure you get the correct component for your fridges brand and model. If your defrost timer is busted,
then it will cause your fridge to make a clicking sound. The good news here is, that this isnt a huge problem as your appliance should continue to chill your food. However, the bad news is, that you may need to consult a repair company or speak to the manufacturer to get it fixed. If you plumped for the fancy fridge with the ice maker then you may be
annoyed to hear that there are plenty of elements in this area that could be the source of the irritating racket. The water inlet, release arm, or even just the ice itself working against the normal vibrations of your machine could be to blame. But the good news is most can be fixed either by resetting your ice maker or with a standard bit of screwdriver
work to sure up a loose component. Plus, replacement parts are usually commonplace with your machines manufacturer. You probably dont want to hear this, but sometimes clicking sounds from your refrigerator is a sign of completely normal operation. In fact, if your fridge makes clicking noises, it could even be a sign that its in fine working order.
Everything from the coils in the back to the main board, fans, or switches all make clicking noises from time to time. So, its probably best to reserve your worries for when your refrigerator is making constant clicking sounds. But how can you prevent those annoying recurring sounds? At the risk of sounding like the IT Department, it may sometimes
be worthresetting your refrigeratorby turning it off and on again. But, aside from that, keeping up to date with the standard cleaning routine should help keep your refrigerator in fine working order. It also pays to keep a regular maintenance eye on the components weve outlined above. Plus, it also pays to not over or under-load it with food.
However, preventative measures are all well and good, but what happens when the horse has bolted and theres no end to the incessant clicking? If youve tried all the above and that infernal clicking is still present, then it may be time to make the call to your local repair team. Having said that, its always worth a call to the supplier to see if your fridge is still under warranty. Or, if something drastic happens, can you get a replacement? Fridge explosions are extremely rare. But, if they do happen, its generally because the
rear has got too hot due to dust or dirt on the condenser coils preventing hot gas from escaping. Prevent explosions by regularly cleaning your coils. Generally speaking, your fridge should last between 10-20 years. The most common cause of clicking sounds from fridges and freezers are dirty condenser coils. The clicking sound may be due to an
overloaded compressor attempting to regulate the freezer temperature but dirt is preventing heat from escaping through the coils. Instances of refrigerators exploding are extremely rare. While they may get hot, they should not create enough heat to combust. Although, if your appliance is getting hot, try cleaning the condenser coils in the back or
bottom, or get a replacement if yours is more than 10 years old. Your refrigerator should last at least 10 years. Maximum lifespan is around 20 years. But if your machine is over 10 years old and you experience any damage, excessive noise or frost, or your food is turning bad too quickly, it may be time for a new one.
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
