Just like your mind is telling your heart to beat as your reading this page even though you
werent consciously aware of it. This is why its possible to fall in love with a person and have no idea why you fell in love with them in the first place. Your subconscious is responsible. If Jamies currently single, but looking for a partner, and met a wonderful woman with red hair, the chances are hes not going to fall in love with her. Although he might think of her as nice, hes not going
to really understand that the thing thats stopping the attraction is his subconscious list of different criteria hes looking for. Its only when another person ticks the boxes on the majority of the criteria (which are usually the most important points on your criteria list) will you be able to fall in love with that person. Your subconscious will then help you to
remain in love with this person to ensure you get with them and maintain a good relationship with them. Because your subconscious attaches itself to this particular person like this, thats why its often so difficult to forget a person youre in love with even years after youve separated from that person. Here are a number of tried and tested methods that
can help make another person fall in love with you: 1. Meeting the different criterion. We all have this list (or Lovemap) in our minds.
